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The Passion of Our Lord Jesus Christ According to Luke
When the hour came, Jesustook hisplace at thetable, and the apostleswith him. Hesaid to
them,

| have eagerly desired to eat thisPassover with you before | suffer; for | tell you, I will not
eat ituntil itisfulfilledinthekingdom of God.

Then hetook acup, and after giving thankshe said,

Takethisand divideit among yourselves, for | tell you that from now on | will not drink of
thefruit of thevineuntil the kingdom of God comes.

Then hetook aloaf of bread, and when he had given thanks, hebrokeit and gaveit to
them, saying,

Thisismy body, whichisgivenfor you. Do thisinremembrance of me.
And hedid the samewith the cup after supper, saying,

Thiscupthat ispoured out for you isthe new covenant in my blood. But see, the onewho
betraysmeiswith me, and hishand isonthetable. For the Sonof Manisgoing asit has
been determined, but woeto that one by whom heisbetrayed!

Then the apostlesbegan to ask one another, which one of themit could bewho would do
this.

A dispute a so arose among the apostles asto which one of them wasto beregarded asthe
greatest. But Jesussaid tothem,

Thekingsof the Gentileslord it over them; and thosein authority over themarecalled
benefactors. But not sowith you; rather the greatest among you must becomelikethe
youngest, and the leader like onewho serves. For who isgreater, theonewhoisat the
table or theonewho serves?Isit not the one at the table? But | am among you asonewho
serves.

You arethosewho have stood by mein my trials; and | confer onyou, just asmy Father
has conferred on me, akingdom, so that you may eat and drink at my tablein my kingdom,
and youwill sit on thronesjudging thetwelvestribesof |sradl.

Simon, Simon, listen! Satan hasdemanded to sift all of you likewheat, but | have prayed for
you that your own faith may not fail; and you, when once you have turned back, strengthen
your brothers.

And Peter said to Jesus,
Lord, | amready to go with you to prison and to dezth!
Jesussaid,

| tell you, Peter, the cock will not crow thisday, until you have denied threetimesthat you
know me.

Jesussaid to hisapostles,

When | sent you out without apurse, bag, or sandals, did you lack anything?
They sad,

No, not athing.
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Jesus said to them,

But now, the onewho hasapurse must takeit, and likewise abag. And the onewho has
no sword must sell hiscloak and buy one. For | tell you, thisscripturemust befulfilledin
me, “ And hewas counted among thelawless’; and indeed what iswritten about meisbeing
fulfilled.

They sad,

Lord, look, herearetwo swords.
Hereplied,

Itisenough.

Jesus came out and went, aswas his custom, to the Mount of Olives; and thedisciples
followed him. When hereached the place, he said to them,

Pray that you may not comeinto thetimeof tria.
Then hewithrew from them about astone' sthrow, knelt down, and prayed,
Father, if you arewilling, removethiscup from me; yet, not my will but yoursbe done.

Thenan angel from heaven appeared to him and gave him strength. Inhisanguish he
prayed moreearnestly, and hissweat becamelike great dropsof blood failing down onthe
ground.

Whe he got up from prayer, he cameto the disciples and found them g eeping because of
grief, and hesaid tothem,

Why areyou deeping? Get up and pray that you may not comeinto thetimeof trial.

While Jesuswastill speaking, suddenly acrowd came, and the one called Judas, one of
thetwelve, wasleading them. He approached Jesusto kisshim; but Jesussaidto him,

Judas, isit with akissthat you are betraying the Son of Man?

When those who were around Jesus saw what was coming, they asked,

Lord, should we strikewith the sword?

Whoisit that struck you?

They kept heaping many other insultson Jesus.

When day came, the assembly of the elders of the people, both chief priestsand scribes,
gathered together, and they brought Jesusto their council. They said,

If youaretheMessiah, tell us.
Jesusreplied,

If 1 tell you, youwill not believe; andif | question you, you will not answer. But from now
on the Son of Manwill be seated at the right hand of the power of God.

All of them asked,

Areyou, then, the Son of God?

Jesussaid tothem,

You say that | am.

Thenthey said,

What further testimony do we need?

We haveheard it oursalvesfromhisownlips!



The shorter version of the Passion beginshere (8 & 9 a.m. services)
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Then theassembly rose asabody and brought Jesus before Pilate. They began to accuse
Jesus, saying,

Wefound thisman perverting our nation,
forbidding usto pay taxesto the emperor,

and saying that hehimsdlf istheMessiah, aking.
Then Pilateasked Jesus,

Areyoutheking of the Jews?

Jesusanswered,

You say so.

Then Pilate said to the chief priestsand the crowds,
| find no basisfor an accusation against thisman.
But they wereins stent and said,

Hestirsup the people

by teaching throughout al Judea,

from Gaileewhere hebegan eventothisplace.

When Pilate heard this, he asked whether the man wasaGalilean. And when helearned that
Jesuswasunder Herod'sjurisdiction, Pilate sent Jesus off to Herod, whowashimself in
Jerusdlemat that time.

When Herod saw Jesus, hewasvery glad, for he had been wanting to seehimfor along
time, because he had heard about Jesus and was hoping to see him perform somesign.
Herod questioned him at somelength, but Jesusgave him no answer. Thechief priestsand
the scribes stood by, vehemently accusing him. Even Herod with hissoldierstreated Jesus
with contempt and mocked him; then Herod put an e egant robe on Jesus, and sent him back
toPilate.

That sameday Herod and Pilate became friendswith each other; beforethisthey had been
enemies.

Pilate then called together the chief priests, theleaders, and the people, and said to them,
You brought methisman asonewho was perverting the people; and herel have examined
himinyour presence and have not found thisman guilty of any of your chargesagaingt him.

Neither hasHerod, for he sent him back to us. Indeed, he hasdone nothing to deserve
death. | will therefore have him flogged and releasehim.

Thenthey al shouted together,
Away withthisfellow!

Release Barabbasfor ud!
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(Barabbaswasaman who had been put in prison for aninsurrection that had taken placein
thecity, and for murder.)

Pilate, wanting to rel ease Jesus, addressed them again: but they kept shouting,
Crucify, crucify him!
A thirdtimePilate said to them,

Why, what evil hashedone? | havefoundin him no ground for the sentence of death; |
will therefore have himflogged and then releasehim.

But the El derskept urgently demanding with loud shoutsthat Jesus should be crucified; and
their voicesprevailed. So Pilategavehisverdict that their demand should begranted. Pilate
rel eased the man they asked for, the onewho had been put in prison for insurrection and
murder, and he handed Jesus over asthey wished.

Asthey led Jesusaway, they seized aman, Simon of Cyrene, who wascoming from the
country, and they laid the crosson him, and made him carry it behind Jesus.

A great number of the peoplefoll owed him, and among them werewomen who were begting
their breastsand wailing for him. But Jesusturnedtothemand said,

Daughtersof Jerusalem, do not weep for me, but weep for yourselvesand for your children.
For the daysare surely coming when they will say, “ Blessed arethe barren, and thewombs
that never bore, and the breaststhat never nursed.” Then they will beginto say tothe
mountains, “Fall onus’; andtothehills, “ Cover us.” For if they do thiswhenthewood is
green, what will happenwhenitisdry?

Two othersalso, who were criminal's, wereled away to be put to death with Jesus.
All stand.

Whenthey cametothe placethat iscalled The Skull, they crucified Jesustherewiththe
criminals, oneon hisright and oneon hisleft. Then Jesussaid,

Father, forgive them; for they do not know what they aredoing.

Andthey cast lotsto divide hisclothing. And the peoplestood by, watching; but theleaders
scoffed at him, saying,

He saved others;

let him savehimself

if heistheMessiah of God, hischosen one!

The soldiersalso mocked him, coming up and offering him sour wine, and saying,
If you arethe King of the Jews,

saveyoursdf!

Therewasaso aninscription over him, “Thisisthe King of the Jews.”

Oneof the crimina swho were hanged there kept deriding him and saying,
Areyou not theMessiah? Saveyoursdlf and us!
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But the other rebuked him, saying,

Do you not fear God, sinceyou are under the same sentence of condemnation? And we
indeed have been condemned justly, for we are getting what we deservefor our deeds, but
thisman has done nothing wrong.

Thenhesaid,

Jesus, remember mewhen you comeinto your kingdom.
Jesusreplied,

Truly | tell you, today youwill bewith mein Paradise.

It was now about noon, and darkness came over thewholeland until threein the afternoon,
whilethesun’slight failed; and the curtain of thetemplewastornintwo. Then Jesus,
cryingwithaloud voice, said,

Father, into your handsl commend my spirit.

Having saidthis, he breathed hislast.

Slence may be kept.

When the centurion saw what had taken place, he praised God and said,
Certainly thismanwasinnocent.

Andwhen al the crowdswho had gathered therefor this spectacle saw what had taken
place, they returned home, beating their breasts. But all Jesus' acquaintances, including the
women who had followed him from Galilee, stood at adistance, watching thesethings.

Thefollowing passage may be added for longer version (Luke 23:50-56)

Narrator

Now therewasagood and righteous man named Joseph, who, though amember of the
council, had not agreed to their plan and action. He came from the Jewish town of
Arimathea, and hewaswaiting expectantly for thekingdom of God. Thismanwent to Pilate
and asked for the body of Jesus. Then Joseph took the body down, wrappeditinalinen
cloth, and laidit in arock-hewn tomb whereno one had ever beenlaid.

It wastheday of Preparation, and the sabbath was beginning. Thewomen who had come
with Jesusfrom Galileefollowed, and they saw thetomb and how hisbody waslaid. Then
they returned, and prepared spicesand ointments.

Onthe sabbath they rested according to the commandment.
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
